Buckle up America continued

The Mayors chalenge to Buckle up America seeks to mobilize communitie
nationwide in a major effort to save local lives and prevent family tragedies b
promoting seat belt and safety seat use.

For African Americans and other minorities, the statistics are even more troubling. #
disproportionate number of minorities continue to be at risk of dying in motor vehicl
crashes. African American males aretwice as likely to die in a crash than their whit
counter parts because of failure to wear seat belts. African American youth are 5
percent less likely to buckle up than their White or Hispanic counterparts, and blac
children ages 5 through 12 face a risk of dying in a motor vehicle crash nearly thre
times as great as white children. These statistics have deadly consequences.

The good new is that thereisa simple solution: buckling up seat belts and child safet
seats on every ride. But getting people to change their behavior takes a concerte
effort that requires a grass roots approach. The Mayors challenge to Buckle U
Americais designed by the National Conference of Black Mayors, Inc. (NCBM) t
enhance the development of community-based coalitions that will build a stron
foundation at thelocal level to address the critical issue.

Every participating city conducted a pre-program seat belt observational seat bel
survey during June 2005. The challenge takes place between June 1, 2005 an
December 31, 2005. In December, the cities will conduct a post-prograr
observationa seat belt survey to determine the rate of increase. The cities with th
winning entries will win cash incentive awards at the NCBM's 2006 Annu:
Convention.
